ADVICE TO GIRLS AND WOMEN
I

AGAINST IMMORALITY AND OTHER EVILS

The rate at which youths, particularly girls and women, are being lured into
immorality and other sinful acts in this age, at the instance of the devil, through
wicked or ungodly men, is becoming more and more alarming. Men and women of
honour who fear God are becoming more and more apprehensive as to where the
world is heading for. It is to help girls and women generally and female students in
particular who love to do the will of God so as to enjoy His protection and other
blessings, particularly salvation in the end, that we give the following advice or
instructions under the direction of the spirit of God.

We hope godly girls and women will heed the instructions - for it was King Solomon of
Bible fame who was inspired by God to say: “Hear, ye children, the instruction of a
father, and attend to know understanding. Take fast hold of instruction; let her
not go; keep her; for she is thy life.” (Proverbs 4:1, 13). He also said: “If thou be
wise, thou shalt be wise for thyself: but if thou scornest, thou alone shalt bear it.”
- Proverbs 9:12.

Our adyvice, therefore, is as follows: -

1) Do not yield to the immoral advances or threats of any wicked
teacher who promises you high marks in your examination if you
accept his immoral advances or agree to be his girlfriend, or to fail
you if you refuse. Both of you will be guilty of fornication if you
yield to him. If you are married, the two of you will be guilty of
adultery. Concerning the men who commit adultery with people’s
wives, the Bible says: “ B uwthoso commiteth adultery with a
woman lacketh understanding: he that doeth it destroyeth
his own soul. A wound and dishonour shall he get; and his
reproach shall n o {Proverbs 6:82, 33)e @he
Bible further says immoral persons - that is fornicators,
adulterers, homosexuals and so on - who would not repent will
not be saved. They will not inherit God’s Kingdom. Thorough
repentance is what will save such people. Please look up 1
Corinthians 6:9, 10; Ephesians 5:1-17; and Proverbs 28:13, 14.

2) Do not go to any male teacher’s house. The immoral and wicked
ones among them sometimes pounce on and defile girls or women
who go to their houses. They do not like their daughters and
female relatives to be defiled by anyone but they like to do so to
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other people’s daughters. Is that not wickedness? Jesus Christ
said, “And as ye would that men should do to you, do ye also to
them likewise.” (Luke 6:31) One cannot, by appearance,
sometimes, know who is wicked and who is not. It is even the
wicked ones who put on pious attitude to deceive people. It is
better therefore to keep away.

3) Do not be rude to anyone. Do not abuse anybody’s tribe or custom
or tradition which you may have cause to dislike. Be of good
behaviour and be polite in your dealings with everybody.

4) Do not be the girlfriend of any boy or man. It leads in the long run
to sin - unlawful sexual intercourse. God and godly parents or
guardians want spinsters to remain pure or undefiled and get
married gloriously. The Bible says that “marriage is honourable”
(Hebrews 13:4). And in 1 Thessalonians 4:3-5 it is written: “ T hi s
is the will of God, that you should be holy: you must abstain
from fornication; each one of you must learn to gain mastery
over his body, to hallow and honour it, not giving way to lust

Therefore you should remain chaste or pure until you are married
in the Lord by God’s grace. May He help you.

5) Beware of lawless sexual intercourse with anybody. You may
thereby become pregnant. And while under conception you will
not have the stamina to study for long periods. You may even
have to stop going to school altogether as soon as the pregnancy
reaches an advanced stage. Thus, your academic ambition will
either by completely ruined or be delayed for a considerable time.
While you will be unsettled and miserable, the foolish and
ungodly boy or man who put you in the family way lawlessly will
be pursuing his education steadily. It is you the girl or woman
who makes a fool of yourself that suffers and loses.

6) Do not remain in the hostel when all or almost all other girls are
out on outing days. You too should go out to God-fearing or
faithful people’s homes; otherwise wicked people or criminals
who know that all is quiet in the hostel may sneak in and attack
you. Or if certain things are missing in your apartment in the
hostels, you may be falsely accused as the one who took or stole
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them just because you were the only one or were among the few
ones left behind, though you are innocent and God who sees the
secret of men knows that you are innocent.

7) Do not be friendly with notorious or bad people (boys or girls).
They will spoil or corrupt you through their sinful or ungodly
behaviours. And remember the Bible says: “Be not deceived: evil
communications corrupt good manners.” — 1 Corinthians 15:33.

Beware of bad boys and girls who tell lies and who deceive their
mates into the hands of wicked people. Do not escort any ill-
mannered or ungodly girlfriend or classmate of yours to her
boyfriend’s home or to anywhere. It may land you in trouble. It
may make ungodly boys or men, by subtle persuasion to defile
you or force you by raping you and thereby make you lose your
virginity which is treasured by godly parents, guardians,
husbands and, above all, God Himself.

8) Go to Church services regularly. The Bible says faithful Christians
should not forsake “the assembling of ourselves together, as the
manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the
more, as ye see the day approaching.” - Hebrews 10:25. See also
Zephaniah 2:1-3; Matthew 18:19, 20.

9) Always pray, preferably the perfect prayer taught by the Lord
Jesus, to avoid temptation and trouble. Please read Matthew 6:5-
13; Luke 18:1-18; 22:46; 1 Peter 4:7. In time of trouble or danger
call on God’s name with faith (JEHOVAH is His name according to
Exodus 6:3; Psalm 83:18 and Isaiah 26:3, 4) and you will be saved
or delivered from the trouble or danger. The name JEHOVAH
works miracles or wonders when called upon with faith in time of
trouble. As it is written: “For whosoever shall call upon the
name of the Lord s hal | b “&ho dsdikeeunitd thee, O
LORD, among the gods? Who is like thee, glorious in holiness,
fearful in praises, doing wonders?” “ T h owilt keep him in
perfect peace whose mind is stayed on thee; because he
trusteth in thee. Trust ye in the LORD forever; for in the LORD

10) If you work in an office, shop and so on, do not yield to
immoral advances of your boss or anyone who threatens to sack
you from your jobs or to withhold your promotion if you refuse to
mess up yourself with him. Rather, expose him and report him to
your husband if you are married or to your parents or guardians
or relatives and God-fearing people who can help you to warn him
or to deal with him. Above all, “report” him to God in your prayers
for He says He would reward or punish everyone according to his
works or doings, whether the work is good or bad. Scripture says:

“ So every one of us shall giveaccount of hi msel f to

The Bible says promotion comes from God. It is a blessing which

comes to one as a result of one’s skill or efficiency and devotion to

duty. Itis a sin to seek for it through bribery or prostitution or by

messing up of one’s self with ungodly office bosses or senior

officials in one’s business. The Bible says: “ For promoti on
cometh neither from the east, nor from the west; nor from

the south. But God is the judge: he putteth down one, and

settethu p an ot Maénr75:6,7.

11) Those who treat you badly for refusing to commit sin or
crime will be dealt with by the government of the country and
moreso by God Himself who said, “Vengeance is Mine, I will
repay sai t WMndthhRblelsagsy“dt.h"e wi cked shal
go unpun- Psoleebd 11:19, 21; Ezekiel 18:20; Romans
12:17-21.

12) If you are a student, do not resort to the use of talisman or
any other supernatural means to pass your examinations. To do
so is to depart from the living God; it is evidence of lack of faith in
Him and it is a sin. (Hebrews 3:12; Deuteronomy 18:10-14).
Rather, you should work hard in your studies, trust in God and
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pray to Him to help you. Jesus Christ said: “Have faith in
God...What things soever ye desire, when ye pray, believe that ye
receive them, and ye shall have them.” - Mark 11:22-24; See also
Proverbs 22:29; Isaiah 26:3, 4.

Moreover, do not indulge in the use of drugs, such as tobacco and
Indian hemp, to make you keep awake and work for very long
periods when revising for your examination. Many of such do
damage to the body, particularly to the brain, as can be seen in
cases of youths who have thereby become mentally deranged.

It is hoped that all women and girls who read this leaflet will be
encouraged to do things in the fear of God and maintain their chastity or
purity or virginity. Those who have lost their virginity out of ignorance
or through the luring and deceit of ungodly friends and wicked men
WERE FOOLISH. But they should REPENT AND SHOULD STOP
MISUSING THEMSELVES WITH MEN. IF THEY REPENT, GOD AND
THEIR GODLY PARENTS OR GUARDIANS WILL HAVE MERCY ON THEM
AND FORGIVE THEM, AND GODLY PEOPLE WILL SYMPATHISE WITH
THEM. - Psalm 32:5; Job 33:27-30; 34:31, 32.

ABORTION

Any girl or woman who becomes pregnant through fornication or
adultery should not, in order to cover her shame, terminate the
pregnancy by aborting the child in her womb. That would be adding sin
to sin. That apart, she runs the risk of losing her own precious life and
that of the unborn child. Rather, she should send godly or good people
who are friends of her parents or guardians to beg them and confess
through them her sins and repent. (Proverbs 28:13, 14). Godly parents,
or guardians and, above all, God Himself and Christ the Lord will forgive
if such a girl or woman repents thoroughly. Sinners should imitate
David the Psalmist who said: “ For | wi | | inijeity;|I will
